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ACTION TAKEN REPORT - FACULTY FEEDBACK 

 

The feedback from faculty was analyzed and discussed by IQAC. IQAC decided to bring the matter 
before the college council along with the findings and recommendations regarding the infrastructure 
facilities and curriculum delivery processes. 

The feedback collected from the teachers elicited a highly positive response. 

The feedback pertaining to the objectives of the syllabus clearly stated 5% of the teachers 
expressed their disagreement. Regarding the timely completion of the syllabus before examination, 
35% of the teachers remarked that they were not able to complete the syllabus within the stipulated 
time. Regarding the time to introduce new development, 28% of the teachers claimed that time was 
inadequate to introduce new development. The feedback from question paper pattern elicits the 
complete knowledge  of the students, 16% of the teachers claimed that the question paper pattern 
was not suitable to elicit the complete knowledge of the students. Regarding the course content 
intellectually stimulates the students 7% expressed their disagreement. 

Regarding the objectives of the syllabus clearly stated, IQAC decided to recommend the 
university to go through the syllabus. Regarding the timely completion of the syllabus before 
examination, claimed that an action plan must be prepared to ensure the timely completion of the 
syllabus. Regarding the time to introduce new development IQAC decided to make a time schedule. 
IQAC recommended evaluating the question paper pattern and recommending essential changes to 
the same to the concerned authority. It also decided to purchase essential infrastructure as per the 
need. IQAC decided to recommend necessary changes in the course content in order to make it 
intellectually stimulating.
